In the Kern River Valley area, Route 220 has made a return to

provide fixed-route service between Kernville, Wofford Heights,

and Lake Isabella. Route 220 will also connect with Route 150

(Bakersfield-Lake Isabella). In addition, the Dial-A-Ride service

area in Kernville has been expanded; the new eastern limit along

Sierra Way south now includes the Kern Valley Airport.

The Dial-A-Ride service area in Rosamond has also been expanded;

the western limit will now extend to 80th Street West (previously,

60th Street West).
